You will critically analyze a variety of informa-

tion, including historical, socio-economic, and 

current political trends with the purpose of gain-

ing well-rounded and insightful perspectives on 

each of six nations and their relationship to one 

another, including: the United Kingdom of 

Great Britain and Northern Ireland, the Peo-

ples’ Republic of China, the Russian Federa-

tion, the Federal Republic of Nigeria, and the 

Islamic Republic of Iran. During the course, you 

will apply the terminology and language associ-

ated with the comparative study of international 

politics by writing analytical and interpretive  
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essays that draw connections between 

the political and social institutions of 

each nation. You will also engage in 

group projects, discussion, and analy-

sis of current events.�
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
