■ Course Description ■ 

AP European History offers you the opportunity to learn a 

basic chronology of major events and trends from the 

Renaissance to the present. You will be introduced to cultural, 

intellectual, political, economic, and social developments that 

played a fundamental role in shaping present-day Europe.

 

The main objectives throughout the entirety of the course are 

as follows: to develop an understanding of the principal 

themes in modern European history, develop the ability to 

analyze many different forms of historical evidence, develop 

the ability to analyze and express historical understanding in 

writing, and to understand and appreciate European culture in 

a quest for life-long learning and enjoyment. 

 

This course is divided into ten thematic units. At the end of

each unit you will be assessed through both multiple choice 

and thematic essay format. Along with these assessments, you 

will write multiple document-based questions (DBQ) 

throughout the year.

■ Extra Credit & Model United Nations

As students in AP European History, you have the opportunity 

to participate in Model United Nations. Model UN will be an 

optional part of the class and students who participate will be 

awarded extra credit. Through Model UN you will take on the 

role of a delegate of one of numerous European countries.  

You will conduct research into the policies and goals of your 

designated country, explore current events affecting the 

domestic and foreign policy of that country, analyze the 

historical significance of such events, work to create and write 

detailed policy statements addressing the needs of the 

country being represented in relation to global issues, and to 

attend and MUN Conference in February. With the exception 

of Model UN, no extra credit will be available. 
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 ■ Document-Based Question Practice

Each unit will provide the opportunity to analyze primary 

documents in various forms, including: art letters, essays, and 

quotations. This course will also utilize former DBQ questions 

and their documents that have bee

practices which will include: visual analysis of documents, 

interpretation of documents and how they impacted European 

history, detailed analysis using an analysis guide whic

students to find the point of view of the document and 

interpret that viewpoint and the author’s objective, and DBQ 

writing sessions that are timed to the specifications that will 

be allotted during the AP tests.
